DECREE ON PASTORAL ACTIVITIES DURING THE
COVID-19 PANDEMIC

On March 31, 2020, Bishop W. Shawn McKnight issued a decree that is
in effect until April 30, 2020. Part of the decree reads as follows:

"Public celebrations of the liturgy and devotions are expressly
forbidden. Families and individuals who are asymptomatic may make
visits to their parish church for private prayer as long as no more than
ten people are present in the church at the same time and social
distancing (at least six feet in between persons) is observed. Pastors
and their equivalents are responsible for ensuring that no more than
ten persons are present in the church whenever it is open to the
public. Families and individuals are encouraged fo pray at home,
especially the Liturgy of the Hours, the Scriptures, the Rosary, the
Chaplet of Divine Mercy, and to participate spiritually in sacred
celebrations live-streamed from the Holy See, our Cathedral, and
their local parish church.”
